Tipson how to prevent Urinary Tract Infections

Here are some ways to prevent summer dehydration and urinary tract
infections, and urinary tract infection treatments:

Drink plenty of water daily: Drinking water prevents dehydration, so it is
recommended that you drink around 8-ouce glasses or 2 liters daily. The
amount of water recommended to consume may increase depending on
the engagement of activity or exposure to hot environments.

Cutdown on caffeine: Caffeine is known to cause bladder irritation, and as a
result, may worsen the symptoms associated with a urinary tractinfection.

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Drink cranberry juice (the 100% juice kind, not the cocktail flavored, which
is mainly sugar water). It was initially believed that drinking cranberry juice
helps reduce the risk of UTIs but recent studies show that cranberry juice,
or cranberry products (such as tablets or capsules) are not really helpful.
However, drinking cranberry juice will help with keeping hydrated and can
assist with UTI discomfort, but they should never be used as a form of
treatment or a substitute for antibiotics.

Urinate when you have the urge to do so and do not hold your urine for a
prolonged period. Holding in urine when you need to urinate allows
bacteria to build up in your bladder, so the longer you hold your urine, the
higher the chance you will ultimately succumb toa UTI.

When to Seek Immediate Medical Attention

Seek medical attention immediately if you experience any of the following
symptoms:

Pain or burning when you urinate

Bleeding while urinating - pink, rose, or red urine

Urge to urinate frequently but only passing small amounts of urine
Pain or feeling of heavinessin your lowerabdomen

Foul-smelling or cloudy urine

Feverand chills

Nausea or vomiting

Constant severe painin the back just belowthe rib cage

The Sea of Galilee yielded an
unexpected catch in 1986 —

the hull of a fishing boat old
enough to have been on the :
water in the time of Jesus and :

the so-called Jesus Boat were
found in the muddy lakebed :
(the Sea of Galilee is actually a
freshwater inland lake) during
a time of severe drought.

Extracting

Then, working around the clock
for 11 days, excavators and
volunteers released the Jesus
Boat from its muddy surroundings
and encased it in a polyurethane
foam “straitjacket” to hold it
together.In Shelley Wachsmann's
words, the boat looked “somewhat
like an overgrown, melted
marshmellow" when it was floated
to the shore and lifted by crane
into a conservation pool.

Two fishermen brothers,
Moshe and Yuval Lufan,
both keen amateur
archaeologists, stumbled
across the oval outline of
the buried boat. It was on
the north-west shore of
the Sea of Galilee, about
1.5km north of Migdal, the
home of Mary Magdalene.
The method of construction|
identified it as typical

of ancient boats in the
Mediterranean region. The planks of the hull
were edge-joined with mortise-and-tenon
joints held in place with wooden pegs.
