IMMUNITY BOOSTERS

Boosting the number of cells in body, immune cells or others is especially
complicated because there are so many different kinds of cells in the immune
system that respond to so many different microbes in so many ways.

Immune system and age

As we age, our immune response capability becomes reduced, which in turn

contributes to more infections, more cancer etc. As life expectancy in
developed countries has increased, so too has the incidence of age-related
conditions like Respiratory infections, including, influenza, the COVID-19 virus
and particularly pneumonia are a leading cause of death in people over 65
worldwide.

Dietand immune system

Healthy immune system warriors need good, regular nourishment. Scientists
have long recognized that people who live in poverty and are malnourished are
more vulnerable to infectious diseases.

Stress and immune function

Modern medicine has come to appreciate the closely linked relationship of
mind and body difficult to define. What may appear to be a stressful situation
for one person is not for another. When people are exposed to situations they
regard as stressful, it is difficult for them to measure how much stress they feel
whichin turns affectimmunity level.

Exercise

Regular exercise is one of the pillars of healthy living. It improves
cardiovascular health, lowers blood pressure, helps control body weight, and
protects against a variety of diseases. Just like a healthy diet, exercise can
contribute to general good health and a healthyimmune system.
Getenoughsleep

Sleep and immunity are closely tied. In fact, inadequate or poor quality sleep is

linked to a higher susceptibility to sickness. Getting adequate rest may
strengthen naturalimmunity. Also, may sleep more when sick to allow immune
system to better fight the illness. Adults should aim to get 7 or more hours of
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sleep each night, while teens need 8-10 hours and children and infants up to 14
hours. If're having trouble sleeping, try limiting screen time for an hour before
bed, as the blue light emitted from phone, TV, and computer may disrupt
circadianrhythm, or body's natural wake-sleep cycle.

Eat more whole plant foods

Whole plant foods like fruits, vegetables, nuts, seeds, and legumes are rich in
nutrients and antioxidants that may give an upper hand against harmful
pathogens. The antioxidants in these foods help decrease inflammation by
combatting unstable compounds called free radicals, which can cause
inflammation when they build up in body in high levels. Chronic inflammation
is linked to numerous health conditions, including heart disease, Alzheimer's,
and certain cancers. Meanwhile, the fiber in plant foods feeds gut microbiome,
or the community of healthy bacteria in gut. Fruits and vegetables are rich in
nutrients like vitamin C, which may reduce the duration of the common cold.
Eat more healthy fats

Healthy fats, like those found in olive oil and salmon, may boost body's
immune response to pathogens by decreasing inflammation. Although low-
level inflammation is a normal response to stress or injury, chronic
inflammation can suppress immune system. Olive oil, which is highly anti-
inflammatory, is linked to a decreased risk of chronic diseases like heart
disease and type 2 diabetes. Plus, its anti-inflammatory properties may help
body fight off harmful disease-causing bacteria and viruses. Omega-3 fatty
acids, such asthose in salmon and chia seeds, fightinflammation as well.

Eat more fermented foods or take a probiotic supplement

Fermented foods are rich in beneficial bacteria called probiotics, which
populate digestive tract. Research suggests that a flourishing network of gut
bacteria can help immune cells differentiate between normal, healthy cells
and harmfulinvader organisms. Ina3-month studyin 126 children, those who
drank just 2.4 ounces (70 mL) of fermented milk daily had about 20% fewer
childhood infectious diseases, compared with a control group.

Limitadded sugars

Added sugars and refined carbs may contribute disproportionately to
overweight and obesity. Obesity may likewise increase risk of getting sick.
Curbing sugar intake can decrease inflammation and aid weight loss, thus
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reducing risk of chronic health conditions like type 2 diabetes and heart disease.
Given that obesity, type 2 diabetes, and heart disease can all weaken immune
system, limiting added sugars is an important part of an immune-boosting diet.
should strive to limit sugar intake to less than 5% of daily calories. This equals
about 2 tablespoons (25 grams) of sugar for someone on a 2,000-calorie diet
Stay hydrated
Hydration doesn't necessarily protect from germs and viruses, but preventing
dehydration isimportant to overall health. Dehydration can cause headaches and
hinder physical performance, focus, mood, digestion, and heart and kidney
function can increase susceptibility to illness. To prevent dehydration, should
drink enough fluid daily to make urine pale yellow. Water is recommended
because it's free of calories, additives, and sugar. While tea and juice are also
hydrating, it's best to limit intake of fruit juice and sweetened tea because of their
high sugar contents. As a general guideline, should drink when're thirsty and stop
when're no longer thirsty. May need more fluids if exercise intensely, work
outside, or live in a hot climate. It's important to note that older adults begin to
lose the urge to drink, as their bodies do not signal thirst adequately. Older adults
needtodrink regularly evenif they do not feel thirsty.
Supplement wisely
According to the National Institutes of Health (NIH), there's no evidence to
support the use of any supplement to prevent or treat COVID-19. However, some
studies indicate that the following supplements may strengthen body's general
immune response:
Vitamin C. According to a review in over 11,000 people, taking 1,000-
2,000 mg of vitamin C per day reduced the duration of colds by 8% in
adultsand 14% in children.
Vitamin D. Vitamin D deficiency may increase chances of getting sick, so
supplementing may counteract this effect.
Zinc. In a review in 575 people with the common cold, supplementing
with more than 75mg of zinc per day reduced the duration of the cold by 33%.
Garlic. A high quality, 12-week study in 146 people found that
supplementing with garlic reduced the incidence of the common
cold by about30%.
While these supplements demonstrated potential in the studies mentioned
above, that doesn't mean they're effective against COVID-19.

Mount of Olives, is named in
the New Testament as the
place where Jesus went with
his disciples to pray the night
before he was crucified.

Beside the garden
is the Church of
All Nations, built
over the rock on
which Jesus is
believed to have

Er‘r?/ed in agony ' :
efore he was betrayed by Judas '
Iscariot and arrested. About 100 metres :
north of the church is the Grotto of '
Gethsemane, where Jesus and his

disciples often camped at night. In this
natural grotto, it is believed,

the disciples slept while Jesus prayed.

The garden, about 1200 square metres in
area, was well known to the disciples as it is
close to the natural route from the Temple
to the summit of the Mount of Olives and the
ridge leading fo Bethany.The name in Hebrew
means “oil press”. Oil is still pressed from the
fruit of eight ancient and gnarled olive rees
that give the garden a timeless character.

In the garden
of Gethsemane,
behind a fence
of iron tracery
with Byzantine
motifs, stand
the gnarled trunks of eight hoar‘y
olive trees. They create a spiritual
atmosphere for visitors to the garden
of Gethsemane, although the flower
beds and paths around them introduce
an artificial element.

The natural
grotto, about 190
square metres in
areaq, is basically
unchanged from
the time of Jesus.
Tt is believed to be |
where the disciples
slept while Jesus
prayed, and where Jesus was betrayed by Judas
and arrested. It may also be the location of
Jesus' night-time meeting with Nicodemus (John
3:1-21).0Over the main altar is a representation
of Jesus Praying among the Apostles, while

the paintings over the side altars depict the
Assumption of the Virgin and the Kiss of Judas.

The Gethsemane olives are possibly
descendants of one that was in the
garden at the time of Christ. This
is because when an olive tree is cut
down, shoots will come back from
the roots to create a new tree.In
1982 the University of California
carried out radiocarbon-dating
tests on some root material from
Gethsemane. The results indicated
that some of the wood could be
dated at 2300 years old.

Israel has many ancient
olive trees. Two in the
town of Arraba and

five in Deir Hanna have
been determined to be
over 3000 years old. The
present Gethsemane trees,
however, were not standing
at the time of Christ.
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
