COVID-19: Long-term effects & It’s management

COVID-19 symptoms can sometimes persist for months. The virus can damage
the lungs, heart, brain and other parts, which increases the risk of long-term
health problems.

Most people recover completely within a few weeks. But some people — even
those who had mild versions of the disease — continue to experience
symptoms after their initial recovery. Older people and people with many
serious medical conditions are the most likely to experience lingering COVID-
19 symptoms, but even young, otherwise healthy people can feel unwell for
weeks to months after infection. Common signs & symptoms that linger over

time:
o Fatigue
e Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing
e Cough
e Jointpain
e  Chestpain

e  Memory, concentration or sleep problems

e Muscle painorheadache

e  Fastorpoundingheartbeat

e Lossofsmellortaste

o Depression or anxiety

o Fever

e  Dizziness whenyoustand

e Worsened symptoms after physical or mental activities
Prevention
The best way to prevent post-COVID conditions is by getting vaccinated.
Self-observation after recovering
Monitor blood oxygen level and blood pressure for at least 3-4 months. They
should also consult with the doctor if they have a persistent headache, chest
pain, or difficulty in breathing. Appropriate consultation and effective
management help in preventing the additional healthcare cost and reduces
therisk of death.
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“People try to push themselves hard and strain their body immediately post-
COVID-19 recovery that can drain their body and make it worse. A slow and
graded paced mild exercises should be encouraged while giving adequate time
for the body to regainits strength”. Dr Sachin D, Manipal.

Respiratory symptoms and support

Cough: The British Thoracic Society defines chronic cough as one that persists
beyond eight weeks, there are signs of super-infection or other complications
such as painful pleural inflammation, cough seems to be best managed with
simple breathing control exercises and medication where indicated (such as
proton pump inhibitors if refluxis suspected).

Breathing techniques: About 80% of the work of breathing is done by the
diaphragm. After illness or general deconditioning, the breathing pattern may
be altered, with reduced diaphragmatic movement and greater use of neck
and shoulder accessory muscles. This results in shallow breathing, increasing
fatigue and breathlessness, and higher energy expenditure. The “breathing
control” technique is aimed at normalizing breathing patterns and increasing
the efficiency of the respiratory muscles (including the diaphragm) resulting in
less energy expenditure, less airway irritation, reduced fatigue, and
improvement in breathlessness. Sit in a supported position and breathe in and
out slowly, preferably in through the nose and out through the mouth, while
relaxing the chest and shoulders and allowing the tummy to rise. Aim for an
inspiration to expiration ratio of 1:2. This technique can be used frequently
throughout the day, in 5-10 minute bursts.

Other breathing techniques: such as diaphragmatic breathing, slow deep
breathing, pursed lip breathing - are used in strategies to manage patients’
breathing patterns and breathlessness but require specialist advice to identify
which technique best suits each patient.

Other management: Taking ample rest, drinking fluids are helpful in taking
care of health issues. Supplementation of Vitamin C, D, B12 and calcium-
fortified foods is a must to take care of digestive issues. Diet-wise, experts
emphasize patients focus on including whole grains, fiber-rich foods,
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probiotics which soothe the stomach and promote good gut health. At the
same time, a post-COVID-recovery diet should include a lot of vegetables,
fruits, nuts and seeds, ensure that you limit, or minimize your intake of heavy,
fried, processed foods which can further upset your stomach and cause
problems. In the first couple of weeks post recovery, have foods which are light
andfilling, and easier to digest.

If the symptoms continue to bother you or become a chronic issue, consult a
doctor. In some cases, blood tests might also be ordered to negate the risk of
further complications.

Judaism but, as the woman at the well
pointed out to Jesus (John 4:20), they
worship on Mount Gerizim rather than

in Jerusalem.They also regard Moses !
as the only prophet and accept only the
first five books of the Old Testament
(the Books of Moses, or the Torah).

The Samaritans at one time numbered

in the hundreds of thousands but by
2007 only 700 remained, living mostly

at Mount Gerizim and near Tel Aviv.
