3.Fruits: Summer is the season of watermelons, papayas, guavas, grapes,
bananas and mangoes. Eating these fruits can keep you hydrated during
the warm summer months. They are cooling fruits that are high in water
content.
4.Cucumber: Cucumber is a veggie with 90% water content and is
extremely cooling in nature. You can munch on raw cucumber or add it to
your drink water, juices, curd, smoothies, etc.
5.Dairy: Curd, buttermilk and lassi are refreshing summer drinks that can
keep you hydrated during summer. You can have these if dairy suits you
and you are not lactose intolerant. You should preferably have these drinks
during the day and not after sunset. Having them after sunset may give you
cold. Also, don't add sugar to these drinks. It will merely mess up all the
health benefits.
6.Bottle gourd: Bottle gourd is a cooling food with over 90% water content.
You can make its sabzi or prepare a soup out of it.
7.Coconut water: This is another popular cooling and hydrating drink you
can have during summer.
8.Sugarcane juice: It is a great post-workout drink and can keep you
hydrated during summer.
9.Fenugreek seeds: Consuming raw fenugreek seeds is the quickest way to
reduce heat in the body. Soak fenugreek seeds in water for 1-2 hours and
then eatthemasis. You can also ground seeds into water and drinkit.
10.Fennel seeds: Fennel seeds are great for your digestive system. They
can facilitate quick digestion of food. They can prevent digestion problems
during summer.

Loose bowel movement or LBM is more common during the
summer because people are fonder of eating outside foods whenever they
are out of the country. Exotic dishes can also trigger hyperacidity and cause
vomiting.

The best way to cope with food poisoning is by drinking plenty of water and
resting as much as you can. It's common for people who suffer from food
poisoning to lose water through vomiting and Diarrhea. Drink hydrating
fluids with plenty of electrolytes to ensure your body is strong enough to
fight off the infection.

# 2 PASSED ON THE FAITH AND KNOWLEDGE OF GOD

Eunice and her mother go silent in the New Testament after this mention. Still, we continue to
be impacted by her faithful training of Timothy and her fearless determination when we read
Paul's letters to the early churches. From Eunice flowed the faith and knowledge of God that
strengthened Timothy to join Paul later. He became so important to Paul's work that he
mentions Timothy in seven of the apostle's letters to the church we read and study today.



#3 NAME MEANING

“Eunice” is a Greek name that means “conquering well.” This kind of strength
and determination was important as a Christian when Eunice and her family
livedin Lystra.

# 4 EUNICE IS A BELIEVER

She was a devoted mother and daughter. She dedicated time and effort to
educate her son about Scripture and live according to God's will. Eunice was a
strong woman of faith, not deterred by obstacles.

#5 SINCERE FAITH

Eunice influenced her son by living with “sincere faith.” Paul suggests this
faith first lived in Eunice and her mother, Lois. Eunice possibly turned to
Christianity during an earlier mission visit by the apostle Paul to Lystra.
Possibly because of her unwavering faith and witness and the teachings from
Scripture, Timothy later converted as well.

From Eunice, we learn that parenting requires daring and determination.
It takes courage to teach our children God's truth over worldly truth.
Eunice also teaches us discipline and self-control.

Eunice did not wait for the church or others to instruct her son about the
Holy Scriptures.

Teaching Timothy God's Word was her most significant goal, and her
perseverance led Timothy to be used by God to share the gospel alongside
Paul and the disciples.
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
